BY-LAWS 

ARTICLE ONE:  HEADQUARTERS


The headquarters of this organization shall be the Nellis Tavern, 7355 State Highway 5, St. Johnsville, New York.  Mailing address:  Palatine Settlement Society, P.O. Box 183, St. Johnsville, NY 13452.

ARTICLE TWO:  MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

1.) Membership in this organization shall be open to the general public.

2.) Annual dues for Active members shall be $10.00.

3.) Annual dues for Supporting members shall be $20.00

4.) Annual dues for Youth members shall be $1.00

5.) Annual dues for Organizational members shall be $25.00

6.) Dues for Life members shall be $200.00, payable once.

7.) There are no dues for Honorary Life memberships.

8.) Dues shall be payable annually.  Those active members whose dues are current at the time of the annual meeting shall have voting rights.  Dues shall be determined at the annual meeting.

ARTICLE THREE:  SCHEDULE AND QUORUM FOR MEETINGS
1.) The Board of Trustees shall meet monthly on a date to be set by the president.

2.) The active membership shall meet bi-monthly, March through October, on a date to be set by the executive committee.

3.) The Annual meeting shall be held in October for the purpose of electing officers and trustees, receiving annual reports of the officers and committees and for any other purpose that may arise.

4.) Two-thirds of the trustees and all active members present, in good standing,  shall      

      constitute a quorum at any general or special meeting.    

5.)  A quorum of two-thirds of the Board of Trustees shall be necessary at any  meeting  

       of the Board in order to conduct business.       

ARTICLE FOUR:  OFFICERS AND TRUSTEES
1.) The president shall have executive supervision over the activities of the Society within the scope provided by these by-laws and shall preside at all meetings.  The president shall report annually on the activities of the Society and shall appoint the members of committees and delegates not otherwise provided for.

2.) The vice-president shall assume the duties of the president in the event of absence, incapacity, resignation, or removal of the president.

3.) The secretary shall keep the minutes of meetings of the Society and the Board of Trustees, maintain a list of members, and render an annual report.

4.) The treasurer shall be responsible for the safekeeping of Society funds, for maintaining adequate financial records, and for depositing all monies with the Central National Bank in the name of the Society.  Monies shall be paid out by numbered checks signed by the president and the treasurer.  The treasurer will collect dues, and shall render an annual report based on the calendar year.

5.) Terms for trustees shall be staggered so that the terms of one third of the trustees shall  expire  each year.

6.) The Board of Trustees shall have the power to conduct all affairs of the Society.  The BOT shall have the responsibility for the real property of the Society, shall decide questions of policy that for any reason cannot be acted upon at a meeting of the Society, and shall perform such other function as designated in the bylaws or otherwise assigned to it.  

ARTICLE FIVE:  COMMITTEES
1.) Standing committees shall include the following: executive, audit, nominating.  A historian and parliamentarian may be appointed by the president.

2.) The executive committee, made up of Society officers, may appoint any special committee deemed necessary.

3.) The audit committee shall conduct an annual audit of the Society’s accounts.

4.) The nominating committee shall be responsible for making nominations for officers and trustees.

5.) The active membership shall have the right to establish any other committee it deems necessary to carry on the work of the Society and to disband any committee whose work is no longer considered necessary.

6.) The president shall be an ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating committee.

ARTICLE SIX:  PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
1.) The rules contained in the current issue of Robert’s Revised Rules of Order shall govern the Society in all cases in which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws or any special rules of order adopted by the Society.

ARTICLE SEVEN:  AMENDMENTS
1.) These by-laws may be amended at the annual or special meeting of the Society by a two-thirds vote of trustees and active members present, including proxy votes, provided that notice of the proposed amendment has been submitted in writing to the members at least one month before the annual or special meeting.

ARTICLE EIGHT:  POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
1.) This Society shall be regulated by a statement of Policies and Procedures appended to the by-laws.

2.) Policies and Procedures may be amended at any meeting of the BOT by a majority vote.
